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INTRODUCTION (20%)

Clearly states a descriptive or explanatory research question

Question addresses a theoretical debate covered in class

States a clear argument in response to question

Provides roadmap of paper

Is reasonable in length (roughly 10% of length of paper)

BODY (50%)

Provides logic and evidence to support the argument

Evidence is drawn from appropriate sources

Is structured around a few main points

Presents alternative argument(s) and calls it (them) into question

CONCLUSION (10%)

Reinforces argument and states broader significance of research

Makes explicit reference to course content

PRESENTATION (10%)

Paper is clearly structured; paragraphs have topic sentences; prose is clear, concise, and understandable; and paper is devoid of grammatical and typographical errors

FORMAT (10%)

Appropriate length, formatting, and documentation
